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Introduction

All praise is due to Allaah, the Most High. I praise
Him with a praise suitable to His Loftiness and His
Great Supremacy. I praise Him with all the praise
worthy descriptions and characteristics the human
mind can fathom, although His praiseworthiness far
exceeds their imagination. I thank Him for His
countless favors He has bestowed upon mankind. I bear
witness that no one deserves to be worshipped other
than Allaah alone. He has no partners in His divinity,
nor any associates in His actions and descriptions. He is
the Lord of mankind. He created them and provides for
them and to Him is their return. I further bear witness
that Muhammad is the servant and Messenger of
Allaah, (may the peace and blessings of Allaah be upon
him). He was sent by the Creator, with divine
knowledge and good deeds and conduct in order to
uplift mankind from the agonies of ignorance, sin, and
indecency. Thus, he who obeys Allaah, the Most High
and follows His Messenger, (may the peace and
blessings of Allaah be upon him), is guided and
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Introduction

directed and those who turn away are lost and fa1-
astray.

As for what follows:

That which is imperative upon every Muslim to be
aware of, is the extreme importance of acquiring
knowledge of the religion of Islaam. That is, knowledge
based upon understanding the Book of Allaah, the Most
High as well as the traditions (Sunnah) of His
Messenger Muhammad, (may the peace and blessings
of Allaah be upon him). Indeed, our Lord, from His
mercy upon mankind has made acquiring knowledge a
reason for upliftment and betterment in this world and
the next.

Allaah, the Most High has said, "Allaah will raise
in ranks and degrees those who believe, and those who have
been granted knowledge." (Al-Mujadilah:11). The Most
High has also said, "Verily this Qur'aan guides to that
which is most upright." (Al-Isra:9). Thus, the more a
Muslim community gains knowledge of the Qur’aan,
the more they know about being upright. Our Prophet,
(may the peace and blessings of Allaah be upon him),
has said, as is reported in Muslim from the narration of
Umar, (may Allaah be pleased with him), "Verily Allaah
uplifts people by this book (the Qur’aan) and others he lowers
them by it". Also in Al-Bukhari and Muslim from the
narration of Mu'awiyah, (may Allaah be pleased with
him), the Prophet, (may the peace and blessings of
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Introduction
DAllaah be upon him), explained that the Muslim
community should strive to obtain goodness and
betterment for themselves by obtaining knowledge of
this religion. "Whoever Allaah wants good for, He gives

him an understanding of the religion".

Learning the correct understanding of what Allaah
intended from the words He spoke in His Book, is one
of the most precious favors Allaah has bestowed upon a
people. Understanding the religion of Allaah enhances
the beauty of a people and magnifies their goodness,
which is manifested in their adherence to Islaam. For
verily our Prophet, (may the peace and blessings of
Allaah be upon him), said as it was reported by Ahmed
from the narration of Abi Huraira, "People are (different
in value) like minerals, like the (difference in the) minerals of
gold and silver. The best of them in the time of ignorance
(before Islaam) are the best of them in Islaam, if they gain an
understanding of the religion".

Hence, if a people firmly believe and are convinced
that grasping a good understanding of the Book and the
Sunnah is a means for the guidance and upliftment of
Allaah, then the first step taken to achieve this is
through studying the Arabic language, the language of
the Book of Allaah, the Qur'aan, and the language of
our Prophet Muhammad, (may the peace and blessings
of Allaah be upon him). The upliftment of mankind by
studying the Book of Allaah is a major theme of the
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Qur’aan. Indeed the companions of the Messenger og
Allaah were far astray, living in sin and indecency.
Allaah explains is His Book how the purification of

their minds and guidance of the hearts was achieved by

them studying the Qur’aan.

Allaah, the Most High says, "It is He who sent to the
unlettered a Messenger from among themselves, reciting to
them His verses, purifying them and teaching them the
Qur’aan and the Sunnah, and they were indeed before that
far  astray,  misguided."  (Al-Jumu'ah:2).  Thus,
understanding the Qur’aan and contemplating its
meanings was a means of guidance and purification for
the Sahabah (companions of the Prophet). Likewise, it's
a means of guidance and purification for us. Therefore,
it's upon us, on a collective basis to become proficient in
the Arabic language, thus adorning ourselves with the
precious gems of the Qur’aan.

Allaah, the Mighty, the Lofty has indeed revealed
His Book for man to reflect upon its profound meanings
and to contemplate upon its divine message. He, the
Most High has stated in various places throughout His
Noble Book, in the clearest of speech, that He revealed
His Book for the purpose of pondering upon its
meanings and contemplating its verses. Our Lord has
said: "And indeed We have put forth for man in this Qur’aan
every kind of similitude in order that they may reflect." (Az-
Zumar:27). He, the Most High has further said: "(This
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Dis) a Book (the Qur’aan) which We have sent down to you,
full of blessings, so that they may ponder upon its verses,

and so those of understanding may reflect." (Saad:29).

Our Lord and Sustainer further explains the
importance of understanding His Book as He says,
"And these similitudes, We put forward for man, but none
will grasp its meaning except those who have knowledge."
(Al-'Ankabut: 43). In addition to making it clear to
man, that He the Most High has sent down the Qur’aan
for the purpose of contemplation, our Lord, the
Merciful, the Compassionate, has placed blame upon
those who don't reflect upon the verses of the Qur’aan.
Verily, He the Most High says, "Don't they think deeply
about (the meaning of) the Qur’aan, or is it that there are
(some) hearts, which locks have been placed upon them,
(preventing them from understanding)." (Muhammad: 24).
In this profound verse, our Lord informs us that there
exist numerous locks, which prevent the hearts of man
from understanding the Qur’aan. Thus, we expound
from this, the lack of understanding the Arabic
language is considered a lock, which prevents millions
of Muslims from understanding the blessed words of
their Lord, which is the only source of guidance they
have.

Before we look into what the Book of Allaah
contains, making it a purification for the soul of its
contemplator and guidance for the heart of its reader, it
is significantly important to look at some of the Names
Allaah has given His Book as well as how Allaah
describes it. From these blessed names and
descriptions is Ruuh (life, spirit), and Nuur (light). Our
Lord says in His Book, "And as such, We have sent to you
a Ruuh (life) from Our commandment. You didn't know
what the Book is nor what is faith, but We made it (this
Qur’aan) a light wherewith We guide whoever We please
from Our slaves..." (Ash-Shura:52).

The people of knowledge say, Allaah named the
Qur’aan, life, because the hearts of man comes to life by
it, just as the body of man comes to life by its Ruuh
(spirit). Allaah has also named and described His book
as an admonition wherewith Allaah reprimands
mankind. It is also a cure for the illnesses of the heart,
like envy, greed and hypocrisy. In addition, it is a
guidance and mercy. Allaah, the Most High says, "O
mankind! There has come to you an admonition from your
Lord and a healing for that which is in the hearts, and
quidance and a mercy for the believers." (Yunus:57).

Without any doubt, he who understands the Arabic
language is more directly affected by the Qur’aan, and
benefits immediately by the permission of Allaah, than
he who has not been granted the privilege of
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Dunderstanding this blessed language. As our Lord, the

Most High has said, "Say, are those who know, equal to

those who don't know?  Verily, it is only those of

understanding who reflect." (Az-Zumar:9). With this in

mind, we must recognize the fact that Allaah from His

vast mercy upon His creation wants all of mankind
including the disbelievers to listen to the Qur’aan.

From the verses which indicate this, is His
statement, the Most High, "And if one of the polytheist,
disbelievers seeks your protection then grant him protection,
so that he may hear the Word of Allaah..." (At-Tauba:6).
This is due to the instant and immediate effect the
Qur’aan has upon its listener who contemplates,
sometimes.

Furthermore, taking a deeper look into the
goodness the Book of Allaah contains, the most
effective aspect of the Qur’aan and the most influential
upon the mind of its reader, causing him to submit to
the commandments of Allaah and to adhere to His true
religion, is what Allaah mentioned in His Noble Book,
from His most Beautiful Names and His Ilofty
descriptions. Moreover, that which overwhelms the
hearts of the believers from the horrors of the hereafter,
the chastisement of the Hellfire and the joys and
pleasures of Paradise. Before looking at some examples
of the great effect the Book of Allaah has upon its
listeners, the point behind mentioning all of this is to
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Introduction

show the extreme importance of every Muslim
community having amongst them, those who
understand the language of this blessed book. Verily,

the hearts which are susceptible to absorbing and
understanding the meanings of the Qur’aan, is similar

to fertile soil which absorbs the rain, thus, bearing the

best of fruits.

Allaah, the Mighty the Majestic says explaining the
advantages of understanding the Qur’aan, "And how can
you all disbelieve while upon you all, are recited the verses of
Allaah, and among you all is His Messenger. And whoever
holds firmly to Allaah, then he is indeed guided to the
Straight Path." (al-'Tmran:101). Thus reflecting upon the
Qur'aan while it is being recited is considered a
protection from apostasy and an aid to the Muslim in
holding fast to his religion.

Let's first look at the story of Jubair Ibn Mut'im,
(may Allaah be pleased with him), when he listened to
Qur’aanic recitation before embracing Islaam. It was
authentically reported by Al-Bukhari from the
narration of Jubair that he said, "I heard the Prophet
reading in the Maghrib prayer from At-Tur (the chapter of
the mountain), when he reached these verses, "Were they
created from nothing, or are they themselves the creators?
Or did they create the heavens and the earth? Rather they
are not upon firm belief. Or with them are the treasures of
your Lord? Or are they the tyrants with the authority to do
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bas they like?" (At-Tur:35-37), he said, my heart almost flew
away." In another narration from Al-Bukhari, he said "It
was the first time faith (Imaan) settled in my heart." His
contemplation of these verses made him understand
the Greatness of Allaah and His Oneness. Ibn Kathir,
(may the mercy of Allaah be upon him), said in his
explanation of the Qur’aan after mentioning this story
of Jubair Ibn Mut'im, "Him hearing these verses from this
chapter is mainly what caused him to enter Islaam
afterwards."

This is an example of the phenomenal effect the
blessed Book of Allaah has upon its contemplator, even
if he is in a state of disbelief. This heart trembling
reaction to Qur’aanic recitation is what is expected from
the Muslim believer who prays, fasts, repents and
performs the pilgrimage, whether his nationality is
Russian, Cambodian or American. Allaah, the All-
Knowing, the All-Wise has said, "The believers are only
those who, when Allaah is mentioned, feel fear in their hearts
and when His verses are recited, they increase in faith and
they put their trust in their Lord." (Al-Anfal:2).

To expound further, fearing Allaah is from the
basic elements of worship. It aids the Muslim in
abstaining from that which he is prohibited from, just
as his love for Allaah and appreciation for His countless
favors pushes him to carry out the commandments of
Allaah. Thus, our Lord, from His mercy upon man,
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threatens him in numerous verses in His Book and
warns him of a painful punishment. Hence striking fear

into the hearts of man, frightening them and warning
them, is also one of the major themes of the Qur’aan.
However, understanding the language of the Qur’aan is

a key instrument, which aids in developing this golden
quality of having fear for Allaah.

Allaah, the Most High says, "And We did not send
the signs except to make them afraid." (Al-Isra:59). He also
said, "And We warn and strike fear but it only increases
them in transgression." (Al-Isra:60). Allaah also says,
"They shall have coverings of fire above them and coverings
(of fire) beneath them. With this (description of the Hell Fire)
Allaah frightens His servants, O my servants therefore fear
Me." (Az-Zumar:16). All of this and much more shows
the absolute necessity that there exists in every Muslim
community in the world, men and women who
understand the Arabic language and have studied the
sciences of Islaam.

Just as reflecting upon the meaning of the
Qur’aan increases ones fear for Allaah, it also raises
ones hopes in Allaah and brings relief and tranquility to
the heart. Allaah, the Most High says, "Those who believe
and their hearts find tranquility by the remembrance of
Allaah. Verily, by the remembrance of Allaah the hearts find
tranquility." (Ar-Ra'd:28). The least that could be said is
that the lack of understanding the Arabic language is a
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Ddeficiency. However, after looking at the issue

thoroughly, one can only conclude that it's a detriment

in the spiritual growth and development of the Muslim
community.

Allaah the Most High, further explaining the fruits
of understanding the blessed language of the Qur’aan
says, "Allaah has sent down the best statement, a Book, its
parts resembling each other in goodness and truth, oft-
repeated (in it, is the promise as well as the threat, the
commandment as well as the prohibition). The skin of those
who fear their Lord shivers from it (when they recite it or
hear it). Then their skins and their hearts soften to the
remembrance of Allaah. That is the guidance of Allaah, He
quides there with whom He pleases." (Az-Zumar:23), ---
Meaning, the Best Statement (the Qur’aan) is the
guidance of Allaah. It causes the skins and the hearts of
the believers at times, to shiver, while at other times,
their skins and hearts soften, desiring Allaah's mercy.

The examples of those whose hearts were softened
upon hearing the Qur’aan are far too many to mention
in this introduction. However, from the most beautiful
of them is the story of An-Najaashi, the king of
Ethiopia. The Prophet, (may the peace and blessings of
Allaah be upon him) sent his companions with Ja'far
ibn Abi Taalib, in the first emigration to Ethiopia (the
land of An-Najaashi). It was reported by Ahmed from
the narration of Umm Salamah that she said, “An-
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Najaashi said to him (Ja'far), do you have anything with you
that he (the Prophet) came with from Allaah. Ja'far said,
“Yes.” So, An-Najaashi said to him, “then read it to me.”
Then, he read to him the beginning chapter of Maryam.
She, (Umm Salamah) said, “By Allaah An-Najaashi cried
until he wet his beard (from his tears) and his bishops cried
until they wet their scriptures (from their tears) when they
heard what he recited to them.” Then An-Najaahi said,
“This (Qur’aan), and that which Musa came with (The Old
Testament) come from the same niche (a small space in a wall
where a lantern is placed).” This is what led to him
embracing Islaam. Afterwards, Allaah revealed in His
book concerning An-Najaashi, "And when they (the
Christians) listen to what has been sent down to the
Messenger, you see their eyes overflowing with tears because
of the truth they have recognized. They say, O Our Lord we
believe, so write us down among the witnesses." (Al-
Maida:83).

These are all examples of disbelievers, who when
they heard the Book of Allaah and understood it, they
were immediately overwhelmed by its recitation. Look
at these verses where Allaah, the Most High says, "Say,
believe in it (Qur’aan) or don't believe in it. Verily those
who were given knowledge before it (The Christians and the
Jews), when it is recited to them, they fall down on their faces
in humble prostration. And they say, Glory be to our Lord,
truly the promise of our Lord must be fulfilled. And they fall
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down on their faces crying and it increases them in
humility." (Al-Isra:107).

The likes of this blessed effect from the Qur’aan upon
the hearts of man, is also present in the words of our
noble Prophet, (may the peace and blessing of Allaah be
upon him).

It was reported by Muslim from the narration of Ibn
Abbas, that Dhimaad (who was from Azdi Shauuna)
came to Mecca and used to read chants upon people to
cure them from insanity caused by the Jinn. He heard
the foolish people of Mecca saying, “ Verily Muhammad
has been afflicted with insanity from the Jinn.” Hence, he
said, “If I see this man, perhaps Allaah will cure him by me.”
He said so and then met him and said, “O Muhammad,
verily I read chants in order to cure from insanity. Perhaps
Allaah will cure you by me if He wills. Would you prefer
that?” So the Prophet (may the peace and blessings of
Allaah be upon him) said "All praise is due to Allaah, we
praise Him and we seek His help. Whoever Allaah guides
none can lead him astray, and whoever Allaah leads astray
none can guide him, and I bear witness none has the right to
be worshipped other than Allaah alone he has no partners and
Muhammad is his slave and Messenger. As for what
follows." He said, repeat to me these words of yours.
Thus the Prophet (may the peace and blessings of
Allaah be upon him) repeated it three times. He said "I
have heard the words of the fortunetellers and the words of
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the magicians and the words of the poets. Yet, I have neve
heard the likes of these words of yours. Indeed they have
reached the depths of the ocean.” He said, that he said,
“Give me your hand so that I can give you the allegiance to
Islaam".

It was also reported by Muslim from the narration
of Abu Huraira that the Prophet (may the peace and
blessings of Allaah be upon him) said, "I have been
preferred over the Prophets by six things. I have been given
the All Comprehensive Word..." The scholars of Islaam
state that the “All Comprehensive Word’, is speech
which consists of a few words, yet convey numerous
meanings. If this is a specialty of the Prophet,
specifically for his followers in his nation, can we then
afford to be oblivious to it and not benefit from it, as
Allaah willed? Is there any people who would prefer
for themselves to be handicapped, unable to move
about except with difficulty? Then how long will we
limp around as a people, on the crutches of translation
and transliteration, without the ability to stand up on

our own, and understand and recite the Book of
Allaah?

Take a minute to try to imagine the emphasis and
dedication that was put into studying the Arabic
language and Qur’aan on a collective basis, so much so
that the majority of some countries, if not all of it,
grasped the Arabic language and perfected the
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Drecitation of the Qur’aan. Look at Sudan, Egypt, Libya,
Tunisia, Morocco, Algeria and Mauritania. This is
pertaining to Africa. In addition to this is, Lebanon,
Syria, Palestine, Jordan, and Iraq. In all these countries,
Arabic was fully acculturated and adapted by the
Muslims. Some of these countries, by the permission of
Allah perfected Arabic and Qur’aanic recitation better

than the countries it originated from.

Based upon what preceded, I thank Allaah, the
Provider, the Generous, Who has aided me in
completing this book, which is a humble effort to aid
my Muslim brothers and sisters in studying the Arabic
language. I have named it "The Beneficial fundamentals in
Learning the Arabic Language". This is first book of a
series of six books. I ask Allaah to aid me in completing
it, and to make it blessed and beneficial to Islaam and
the Muslims all over the world. The sciences of the
Arabic language are very vast and wide as the ocean
with no shores. Thus, in these series of books, the topic
focused upon is the conjugation of verbs and nouns in
its different scales. This is known as the science of "Sartf"
(changing and conjugating).

The topic in Book One of this series is the
conjugation of verbs on the first scale. This entails the
changing of verbs from the past tense to the future and
present tense, as well as the command verb. In addition
to this, there is an abundance of vocabulary words to
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enable the student express himself and to increase his
ability to understand. In the first chapters of the book,
there are introductory lessons no beginner can do
without, such as, the Pronouns, Masculine and
Feminine, Definite and Indefinite, and Singular, Dual,
and Plural. Though this book is structured for the
beginners who have not studied Arabic previously, the
basic requirement upon the student is that he should be
able to read Arabic. Thus, the vowels marks have been
placed on all of the words to simplify reading for the
student. This book contains several exercises and drills.
It is upon the student when reviewing, to read the
lesson in an audible manner so that he can hear what is
read. It is suggested that the student read the lesson in a
repetitive manner until he reads it several times,
without making the slightest mistake or even a stutter.

Seeking knowledge requires that the student
purifies his niyyah (intention) making it solely for
Allaah, the Most High without making any portion of
the fruits of his studies for money or fame. Further, it is
upon the student to seek the help and aid of Allaah and
dedicate himself, and devote an appropriate portion of
his time to his studies. It is also imperative that the
student is confident, and pursues his goal with the
highest ambitions, striving for perfection. Moreover, it
is very important for the student to know that just
attending his classes is not sufficient in becoming

bproficient. Rather, the real challenge lies after class

wherein he allots time to memorize and review. Most of

seeking knowledge is based upon reviewing what one

has studied in class. Perhaps the best time to review

and memorize one's notes is immediately after class

wherein the content learnt is still fresh in his mind,
though each student has his own method of studying.
